
DO remember that the Head of Productions has the final say over any decisions 
regarding the Maskerade. Those displaying dangerous behaviour, bad taste, or 
violation of the rules will be eliminated from the Maskerade.

DO have a maximum of 90 seconds on stage

DON’T leave anything on the stage- leaving rubbish or bits of costume on the stage 
may cause health and safety issues & there won’t be time to clear the stage between 
acts.

DO remember that this is a family friendly event. Keep it clean - no swearing or 
nudity.

DO remember that Stuff Happens. Tech can sometimes go wrong, introductions can be 
misread, and costumes can malfunction. We hope this doesn’t happen to you, but if 
things don’t work out as expected then please keep calm. 

DON’T surprise the tech crew but DO surprise the audience. We must know in 
advance what you are planning (you can go through it with us at the tech rehearsal) 
otherwise it definitely won’t work out as you want it to. No nasty surprises please!

DON’T bring your phones to the Maskerade - they can interfere with the sound 
system and will cause a distraction if it rings. Any valuables left in the Green 
Room will be at your own risk - we can’t guarantee that they’ll be safe. 

DO remember that the Green Room crew are in charge of the Green Room and you 
must listen to what they have to say. Please do not argue with them, they are there 
to help and make sure everything runs as smoothly as possible.

DO keep all the action on stage, unless agreed beforehand with the Head of 
Productions.

DON’T drink alcohol before or during the Maskerade. Anyone who has been drinking 
will not be allowed on stage, as this poses a serious health and safety risk. But DO 
drink plenty of water!
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
